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Fargo West Rotary important dates are July 29, 1983, November 22, 1983, April 1984, and 
May 30, 1984.  Anyone reading this history may wonder why all the dates? One more will be 
added, and that is June 1995.  He re's why!  
Every page of Fargo West (existing) Rotary Club files has been researched, along with Board 
of Director minutes and more recent available issues of the Fargo West Rotary Wheel  
newsletter. The files disclose the following:  

The Rotar y District Governor made a decision to give the Fargo Rotary Club authority to start 
organizational work to form a new Rotary club in Fargo, North Dakota.  

The Fargo Rotary Club started with commitment issued to it along with payment of $2 00 

(application fee) paid to Rotary International. The president of Fargo Rotary signed the 
application.  

Rotary District 558 Governor makes the decision to start formation of a new Rotary Club.  
Fargo Rotary member, William J. "Bill" Kennelly* was  named Special Representative by 
Governor Wayne Mills.  

Organized April 20, 1984, with 21 charter members who met the constitutional requirements 
for membership in a Rotary Club. (Addendum I lists names and classifications of members)  

Fargo West adopted the "Standard Rotary International Club Constitution".  The club 
subscribed to understanding of Rotary International.  

Named Fargo West Rotary Club.  Territorial limits are within limits of another club.  The 

limits  are the city of Fargo, North Dakota, and the townships of Reed and Barnes excepting 
that portion lying within a three mile radius from the junction of State Highway 17 and U.S. 
Highways 10 and 52.  

Requires a minimum of (8) directors who are electe d. 
An annual meeting shall be held the first Monday of December.  
The notice of change or canceling of a regular meeting must be given to all club members.  

When the Club was formed, these meetings were held on the first and third Monday of ea ch 
month. Board Meetings are now held the first Friday of the month.  
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Club Service, Vocational Service, Community Service, and International Service.  
Some of the sub -committees are: Membership, Attendance, Financial, Program,  

Community  Action.  

Signing  membership application on April 20, 1984 were:  
President: William J.  Kennelly   
Vice Pres.: John E. Stern  Director: Arden Glanzer  
Treasurer: Tim Bishoff  Director: James Tillman  
Sgt. at Arms: James King  Direc tor:  Morrie Norman, Jr.  
The application requested from District Governor Wayne Mills of District 558 that Fargo West be 
admitted as a member of Rotary International.  
Rotary International gave admission to membership for Fargo West Rotary U.S.A. -District  558 
with a certificate of membership issued and signed May 8, 1984, by its General Secretary.  

No resolution or motion to commit Fargo West Rotary on any matter shall be considered by the 
club until it has been considered by the Board of Direct ors (Article XII By -Laws).  The Board of 
Directors is the governing body of Fargo West Rotary (Article II By -Laws) 

Article V By -Laws require payment of an admission fee of $60. Dues are set by the Board of 
Directors payable the first day of July, Octo ber, January, and April.  

Fargo West Rotary U.S.A. received its charter on May 30, 1984.  Presentation was made to Club 
President William J. Kennelly by District Governor Wayne Mills of District 558.  
The Charter Night was held at the Fargo, No rth Dakota, Holiday Inn: Rotary Club members from 
Fargo, N.D., Moorhead, MN and Wahpeton, N.D. attended to welcome Fargo West into membership 
of Rotary International.  

Hold regular weekly meetings on Monday at noon so members may enjoy each other's fellowship 
and discuss club service goals. The Club originally met at Fargo Doublewood Inn and currently 
meet at the Holiday Inn. Membership is by invitation and was once on the basis of one 
representative of each business, profession an d institution. RI now allows five representatives of 
each business, profession and institution.  A classification system ensures a cross -section of 
community representation.  
The Fargo West Rotary Club determines its own special service activities including  support of 
education, youth activities, health care and many more, including International Service.  
 
Rotary Motto: "Service above Self".  
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Fargo West Rotary belongs to Rotary District 5580.  
There are 65 R otary Clubs extending from Bowman, North Dakota; to Superior, Wisconsin; 

Duluth, Minnesota; Fort Frances, Fort William, and Nipigon, Ontario, Canada. (where Rotary 
became International).

90 th  Birthday Celebration at Rotary July 19 2004  

My Grandfa ther, Herman Stern, was a charter member of the Rotary Club of Valley City, and 
helped organize the Fargo Club. Or so family legend has it. He was insistent on attending 
every meeting, and sometimes left a customer 1/2 sold to leave for a Rotary meeting. B efore 
WWII he corresponded with Rotarians in Germany, expressing concern about the Nazi 
takeover and the persecution of the Jews there. His concern was answered by the Rotarians 
who assured him that Hitler was a hothead who would be controlled by the comme rcial 
interests in German and his policies would be moderated.  

Ed Stern, whose earliest memories include listening to the church bells ring to announce the 

Armistice ending WWII, grew up in Valley city, where he met Louise McCutcheon in about 9 th 

grade. Sm itten, he decided she was the only one for him. His parents, hoping he would marry 
a nice Jewish girl, sent him off to University of PA Wharton School of business and Finance. 
He never even looked at one, he says. After graduating, he returned to Valley Ci ty, and then 
opened a store in Fargo, originally called The Esquire Shop.  
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Dad enlisted shortly after Pearl Harbor, went to OCS at Harvard and shortly before 
completing OCS, got married to Louise. His Commanding Officer at OCS told him he was 
lucky he hadnõt gotten married a few weeks earlier, or heõd have flunked out. He was the 
Executive Officer of the 385 th  Bomb Group stationed in England, and when the war ended, 
returned to Fargo to run the store and raise a family. Rotary at the time had a classificatio n 

system, where only one man in any particular profession could belong. The retails menõs 
clothing classification was filled, so Dad joined the Lions Club. My grandfather, Herman, was 
extremely upset about this, and when the classification opened up in 195 2, Dad joined 
Rotary. He has not been as serious about Rotary attendance as Grampa was, in so far as 
leaving a customer 1/2 sold to attend Rotary lunch on Wednesday noon. In fact, he says that 
is why he felt he couldnõt commit to being President of Rotary. But he as faithfully helped on 
every Rotary project, including selling peaches, and tree planting at the Rotary Park off 32 
Ave South

Jewel was working with potatoes in the summer and was 
in Park Rapids one summer to work. Grace just graduated from High School and had a job in 
the  Luxury Ice Cream Parlor and her best friend knew Jewel via the College. She introduced 
them to each other.  

They were married in 1943. They have one son, Bruce, who is a retired veterinarian in 
Sarasota, Florida. They have two grandchildren, and two great -grandchildren.

I cannot describe the devastation I felt knowing that this relatively unknown 
disease woul d take my life down a broken road I didnõt want to travel and then likely end it 
before I see my children go to High School. On that Tuesday, I was 36 years old, and I was 
dying.  

I have closed the door on business suits, high heels and a fun, sometimes eve n glamorous 
job as director of sales for the Holiday Inn of Fargo. The door was opened to casual wear, 
sneakers, and being a full -time Mométhe pay is poor but the benefits are priceless. Thank 
you, Lord, for blessing us with two beautiful healthy children,  Evan whoõs eight years old and 
Carly who just turned six.  

I have closed the door on always wanting more. More money, more influence, more clothes, 
more funé.more, more, more. I have come to the realization that the only things of real value 
in this world are the things for which we would not take money: our family, our friends, our 
health.  

A door closed on self -pity and opened to gratitude. In a year where much was taken from us, 
we have received far more than we could ever imagine. We now face the challen ge of teaching 
our children that the generosity of others has changed their life. We hope that we can share 
with them the importance of giving back to a community that has given so much to us.  

I no longer wish time away, that door closed too. The door that  opened revealed the value of a 
year, a month, a week, a day. I tell my family and friends that I love them. I say it out loud, I 
write it in notes, I do my best to reveal it in my actions. Today is a gift that is why they call it 
òthe present.ó 

That has b een my year, and this is what Iõm asking of you: Please donõt feel pity for me, for I 
am richer than some will ever be, but take the time to seize the day, make a difference, 
practice gratitude, enjoy the gifts we all take for granted.  

On October 5, 2005, I fell to my knees and asked God to carry this burden that was far too 
heavy for my shoulders. He answered. You answered. I am not in this alone. I am before you 
today living a life that is, and will continue to be, rich, beautiful and blessed.

I feel so fortunate ev ery day for the support of friends and family and for the uncommonly 
slow progression of my disease. Together, you raised over $4000 for the fight against ALS! 
Evan had an interesting comment at dinner the other night; he told me I better be ready to go 
back to work when they find a cure! Wouldnõt that be awesome? Well, needless to say, Iõd be 
ready, and, thanks to your support, Iõll continue to fight back hard until that happens! Just 
in case youõre not aware of statistics, 50% of ALS patients die within 3 years of diagnosis. Iõm 
going on 2 years, and my tests results continue to surprise and inspire the drs. It is likely I 
may make 10 years (or longer?), and while nobody knows for sure, I know that the reason I 
continue to fight is the spirit and attitude of all you who support and push me.

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Bud and I went to the MDA Clinic for my twice -a-year òwork overó. We meet with half a dozen 
specialists and they compare notes with each other, and wit h my previous visits.  
for the last eighteen months I have continued to progress very slowly. As of now, holding 
your own in the face of ALS, is the best prognosis you can hope for, and Iõve been fortunate 
enough to do so. This has continued long enough th at my chief neurologist was finally willing 

to admit that the pattern of my disease is progressing slower than normal and should 
continue to do so if I can remain otherwise healthy. This was VERY comforting for both Bud 
and I, and she indicated the fact th at I have so much emotional and physical help from all of 
you as being a key factor in my positive condition. Thank you!! I told her I was on more 
prayer lists than I could count, at which time Bud promptly reminded her that I was 
Norwegian so I canõt count real highéwhatever. 

OK, so thatõs the clinical version, hereõs the personal side. 

I feel good. Really. I have no pain (except for Bud, occasionally). My parents moved from 
Grand Forks to Fargo and bought the house next door! This has been wonderful altho ugh 
weõre trying to get used to it, itõs only been two weeks. They are yet another example of the 
big sacrifices people make to help us. Itõs very overwhelming. 

Many people who see me often say they donõt notice changes, a big part of that is that it is 
largely my upper body that is affected. What this means to me is big challenges with dressing 
and personal care, difficulty in holding or carrying anything at all, writing, or keyboarding. I 
cannot lift my arms above my chest, and my balance is touchy. My to rso and neck fatigue 
easily. Amy speech varies considerably from day to day, and even time of day, but Lord 
knows I still talk plenty. Understanding me on the telephone some days is a challenge, Iõm 
told. All of this challenges those around me, but they ar e handling it so well. Bud just keeps 
moving forward. He recently tore his calf muscle and through his loss of mobility and 
temporary inability to work has found a renewed empathy. Evan and Carly are doing 
awesome in school and activities and donõt seem to know that all their extra responsibilities 
are somewhat unusual. And even though I elaborated on some of my difficulties, itõs amazing 
how you learn to compensate when you need to. Itõs true that where thereõs a will, thereõs a 
way.  

I still go to lunch wi th my girlfriends, drive, run limited errands, help with online grocery 
shopping and bill paying and enjoy my family. Life is full!
